We are excited to tell you about a simple and convenient fundraiser for Centennial BandN
itOs called Scrip! Band fundraising helps pay for spring trip, props, clinicians, drill writers,
private-lesson scholarships, and family activitiesNbasically everything in the BoostersO
budget!

What is Scrip? Scrip is substitute money. When your family purchases scrip, youOre
buying negotiable gift cards or certificates that are used just like cash and are issued by
national and local retailers where your family already shops and dines. Each gift card you
purchase earns money for Centennial Band.

How Does it Work? Because scrip is purchased with cash up front, the participating
retailers offer it at a substantial discount. The CHS Band Boosters buy the scrip from
Great Lakes Scrip Center at a discount and resell it to band families for regular face value.
The bulk of the discount, from 2% to 15% or more, is retained by the band as revenue.

For Example NWhen you buy a $100 gift card for Wal*Mart for $100; the band makes 2%
or $2. When you buy a $25 ChiliOs gift card for $25, the band makes 11% or $2.75.

The more families that participate in the scrip program, the more funds we raise for
CHS band with money youOre already spending!

Why It Works NThe reason for the effectiveness of scrip is simpleNband families produce
revenue by making purchases they would make anyway . Groceries, clothing, toys, gifts,
travel, and even gasoline can be purchased with scrip. According to the GLSC Web site, an
organization of 150 families easily spends between one and two million dollars per year on
food, clothing, and other essentials. If these families use scrip for these purchases they can
raise thousands of dollars per year for the band!

There will be information available during band registration later this summer about our
scrip program. We will have paper order forms for you to take home as well as information
about online ordering. There will also be gift cards available for purchase during

registration (please bring a separate check for scrip purchases b it cannot be lumped
together with your band registration fees check).

The parade is coming and you are invited to be a part of it!

When:
Saturday, August 14, 2010 starting at 10 am and ending at approximately 3 pm.

What:

The band will march a 10K/6 mile long parade route, starting at Centennial High
School and ending at the Tom Thumb parking lot at Lebanon and Preston Road. We
will march through both residential and retail areas (see attached map). The students
will be dressed in their marching t-shirts and shorts, and will be accompanied by the
directors, lots of volunteers, and police escorts. While marching, the band will
perform music including the schoolOs bght song, football stand songs, and a portion
of our 2010 marching show, Olnto the HeavensO. Percussion music will be heard
during the entire march. We plan to obtain permission from Tom Thumb to march
through their store and perform a mini-concert in their parking lot. While marching
through residential areas, we will stop to perform for families who contribute a
signibcant amount to the program.

Throughout the march, we will take numerous water and snack breaks. Vans or
trucks will be available for students who need a break from the heat, and we will
have medical supplies available. Pickup trucks and Ratbed trailers will be traveling
with us for those carrying heavy instruments that need a little help. A student will
not be made to march if physically unable to do so. Those in the front ensemble/pit
will carry donation hats, sponsor signs, and banners.

Why:

We are in need of a great fundraiser that has the potential to raise a large amount of
our budget at one time. We want to attempt to raise over $25,000 at this event. The
Titan 10K will also boost community spirit and bring attention to our award-winning
band program!  We will be loud and we will have a great time!



How:

Every student will have an OO ! cial Pledge Contribution FormO (in this packet). We ask
that each band student obtain pledges totaling at least $200. This can be in the

form of a per kilometer pledge (e.g. $1 per kilometer, for $10 total), or a Rat

amount. Donations should be collected at the time the pledge is made and all forms

and money should be turned in to the band hall no later than August 13th, 2010.

Each student will also receive 3 pages of donation receipts. There are four receipts

to a page; have these cut apart before you solicit donations. Fill them out and give

them to your sponsors for their tax records. Additional copies of the pledge

contribution form and the receipts will be available on the bandOs website.

We will also be carrying donation buckets during the parade to collect donations
from people along the parade route.

How Can Parents Help?

Our committee has already been
hard at work, obtaining city permits, police escorts, corporate sponsors, and

planning the route. There is still a lot to be done ahead of time, and we need many
hands on the day of the event to keep our kids safe, hydrated, nourished, sun-
blocked, marching, and making noise.

Specibc needs:

Lunch Coordinator

We have the location, but we still need someone to arrange for food and beverage
delivery, set-up, serving, and clean-up. We will use some of our corporate sponsor
funding to obtain food, unless someone can bnd a sponsor willing to donate all or a
portion of lunch for120 kids, 3 directors, 2 to 3 policemen, and about 15 volunteers!
We will need a lunch crew willing to help the day of the event.

Water/Snack Coordinator

This person will be in charge of obtaining water and icing it down for use during the
march. We will use pickup trucks to transport the water along the route. Two or
three preset water/snack break locations will be determined, and crews will need to
be there to help water the kids. We will have snacks available along the way to keep
their energy up. Water will be available to the kids at all times throughout the
parade.



Marching Chaperones

Come march the whole route with us, or only a section! Whatever time you can give
us, weOll take. We need as many parents as we can get to make as big an impression
on the community as we can. No musical experience necessary! Parents will carry
donation buckets and keep the marchers hydrated.

Transportation

We would love to have a motor home join the parade. If you have access to any sort
of RV, please contact Ron Hodgkiss. This would be perfect for our medical station.
Otherwise, we would like two full size vans to join us. Also, we need two pickup
trucks, and possibly a Rat-bed trailer. So if you canOt walk the route, can you drive it
for us?

Corporate Sponsors

Our police escorts (required by the city) are expensive, and so is feeding

the entire band. We would like to have these and other expenses covered by
corporate sponsorships. We are already talking to the businesses along the route. In
addition, if anyone works for or has contacts at any business in our attendance zone,
please consider asking for a donation. Many companies set aside money for local
non-probt organizations. We already have the necessary forms and letters. Please
contact Ron Hodgkiss or any Board member for a corporate sponsor packet.

Publicity

What if there was a parade and nobody came? We need lots of advance publicity!
We will need a group of people willing to place Ryers at the homes along our route
during the week prior to the march. This Ryer will tell them about our parade, our
goals, and their opportunity to have the band stop and play in front of their home. It
will also list the approximate time we will be in their neighborhood, as well as the
times we will arrive at Tom Thumb. Our bandOs publicity chair needs help getting the
word out to neighborhood associations, radio stations, newspapers, and shopping
areas. We need signs for our vehicles.
